Continuing & Advanced Education Classes For
Hair, Nail and Skin Care Professionals

Continuing education courses are offered on a
quarterly basis for licensed cosmetologists.
Courses are generally offered one Sunday each
quarter, from 9am to 6pm, and cover the areas of
hair, nail, and esthetics.

Courses cost between $45 and $125. Payment is
required at the time of registration and registration
fees are non-refundable. Class sizes are limited
and preregistration is required.
